Semidouble
(Blossom having more than Ruffled Double Wasp
five petals; extra crest or tuft  (Double blossom exhibiting a (Blossom having only five
at center but less than a full frilled or ruffled outer edge on petals; top two with “rounded
row of petals) petals) back' appearance)
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
